 NetEnum – ActiveX control for enumerating resources on Microsoft 

Windows networks using the WNET API. 

 PnT – ActiveX control encapsulating the Process and Thread 
enumeration subset of the 32bit ToolHelp API. 

 Win32IO  - ActiveX control for working with privileged microprocessor 
registers and instructions from user mode.

 .NET Icon Extractor - Updated to extract BITMAP resources, .NET Icon 

Extractor (DIE) makes icon extraction a breeze, for icons contained 
within DLLs, OCXs, and any other resource containing files. 

 Assembly (un)Registration Wizard - Assembly (un)Registration Wizard 
lets you register and unregister, graphically, publicly exposed managed 
types from an assembly, without using REGASM, for use by COM clients. 

It even shows the COM ProgIDs to which the managed types shall be 
mapped to!

 CECallLogManager is an application for the PocketPC that allows you to 
view the incoming, outgoing and missed calls in a more simpler manner. 
You get to see all the details which the built-in call log shows you, plus 

information like the total number of calls of a particular type (e.g. how 
many incoming calls), whether the call was made on roaming network 

or not, and even export the call log to XML and CSV formats! 

 CETaskManager for Pocket PC that can be used to manage running 
processes on the device, get their details and more. 

 CodeConverter.NET uses an open source CodeDOM hierarchy producer 
class library to read a VC# based source and construct the CodeDOM for 
the same. Once the VC# CodeDOM has been made, CodeConverter.NET 

can be used to convert the C# source to source code of any CLR 
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targeting language that supports CodeDOM. 

 CSPortScan – a TCP/UDP port scanning utility. 

 CSProcessManager – a complete tool to give you all the details regarding 

the threads, modules associated with any process running on a local or a 
remote system 

 HTTPTunnel – a transparent proxy client application that allows socket 

client softwares, like Microsoft Outlook, to connect to email servers 
across a firewall even when email ports are blocked, by using the HTTPS 
proxy server only! 

 Image Converter.NET - Now with MDI, image rotation and zoom 
support, this .NET based image file conversion tool can convert to/from 
9 image file formats including BMP, GIF, JPG, TIFF, PNG, ICO and more!

Beta 1 to exemplify the usage of the Compression APIs introduced in 

Whidbey – available with complete source code (VS 2005 based) 

 MSDN FeedReader for Compact Devices is an application for 
PocketPC/Windows CE driven systems that shall connect to the 

MSDN Website and read the RSS XML feeds to get details of the latest 
articles, publications and announcements made on MSDN. 

 NICInfo.NET - Written using Visual J#, this .NET utility gets information 

about the installed network interface cards (NICs). 

 NotifyOnEmail – Written for Windows Mobile 5.0 based PocketPC 
that will send an email incase you get a SMS or a missed call. 

 Registry Edit.NET - Currently in its beta, Registry Editor.NET sports a 
familiar look, feel, and functionality for working with the registry in the 
world of .NET. Also supports backup and restore of registry hives. 

 SCM.NET – The only tool to manage both software and device services 
on local and remote Windows NT architecture based systems. Also 
available for download at Microsoft India’s eXPerience.NET

 WebService Tester - WebService Tester is the tool that you can use to 
connect to any webservice, pass them parameters and test its exposed 
methods, without creating any intermediate proxy! 

 winWSDL - Updated to convert a COM+ application, on a Windows 
2000/XP/Server 2003 system, to a webservice without even modify the 
COM+ application, winWSDL is your graphical way of creating 

webservice proxy classes with a single click, and better than Microsoft's 
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WSDL utility. Why? Because it can create webservice proxies for you in 
five different languages, including Managed C++, using the magic of 
CodeDOM! 

 

 WS-Sudoku – Game of Sudoku implemented for multi-player mode 
using Windows Communication Foundation (WCF), a.k.a., Indigo. Uses 

callback contract feature of WCF for game-server to game-client 
notifications.

 WSWhoIs – C# source code for the complete domain-name WhoIs 
lookup service. 

 WSResDns – resolves domain names to IP addresses, exemplifying the 
usage of the System.Net namespace. 

 

.NET Components… 

 BrowseDialog – a .NET component that allows your application to 
display a folder selection dialog box, using a single method call. And best 

of all, it doesn't uses the FolderBrowser class in the .NET framework, 
which has been documented to be not to be used by the developers. 

 CalendarSP is a date-picker control for the SmartPhone 2003 and later 
platforms. 

 CECallLog is a managed class library that allows you to interface with the 

call log of the Windows CE device. Since the .NET Compact Framework 
doesn't support such functionality, WinToolZone CECallLog is a simple 
way to get the details from the log. It allows you to enumerate all the 

details including phone number, number types, caller name, whether the 
call was missed or answered, whether call came on roaming or not, 
amongst other things. It comes with complete documentation with 

examples on usage. 

 CERapi is a managed Windows CE Remote API (RAPI) implementation 
that allows you to work with Windows CE device from the desktop and 

enumerate its OS and system level details, work with its file system and 
copy files to and from the device to the desktop. 

 CSLResDNS – component to resolve a domain name to all associated IP 

addresses, resolve the aliases and the hostname of the target system. 

 CSLMail – Updated for .NET v2.0 RTM and PPC 2003/SP2003/WinCE 

5.0/WM5.0 platforms, CSLMail is a RFC 821/RFC 1225 compliant 
SMTP/POP3 component for sending and receiving emails, with support 
for plaintext/html mails, email priority, request and delivery receipts, 

multiple email attachments, automatic email parsing when fetched from 
POP3 server, BASE64 attachment decoding, and more. Complete 
documentation accompanies the component, with detailed 

exemplification of usage. Independent of System.Web.Mail that 
uses CDO interoperability internally.  
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 CSWhoIs – component to perform the WhoIs lookup for any domain 
name. 

 DNSLookup – component to query DNS servers for 17 different kinds of 

records, written using managed extensions for C++, using the DNS 
Win32 API. Also available for download at Microsoft India’s 
eXPerience.NET Portal at http://www.experiencedotnet.com 

and Microsoft’s GotDotNet Portal at 
http://www.gotdotnet.com/userarea/ 

 ImageVisualizer – a visualizer for the Visual Studio 2005 Debugger for 

the Image class objects. 

 NAI – component that retrieves IP address details for all network 
adapters installed in a given system. 

 SMSCF - .NET Compact Framework based component for sending SMS 
using the Windows CE SMS API. 

 ToolHelpCE - Managed Windows CE class library to enumerate 

processes, get their details, terminate them and more. 

 WIVisualizer – a visualizer for the Visual Studio 2005 Debugger for the 
WindowsIdentity class objects.
